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JAPAN: U.S. NAVAL TECHNICAL MISSION, 1945-1946

The U.S. Naval Technical Mission to Japan was established on 14

August 1945. The purpose of the mission was to survey Japanese

scientific and technological developments of interest to the U.S.

Navy and Marine Corps in the Japanese islands of Kyushu, Shikoku,

Honshu, Hokkaido; China; and parts of Korea. The enterprise entailed

the seizure of intelligence material, its examination, the interrogation

of personnel, and ultimately the preparation of reports which would

appraise the technological status of Japanese industry and the

Japanese navy. During the period of operation a total of 655 officers

and men served the organization and 185 individual reports were

published.
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
